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our generosity resulted in a record number of gifts received by the Fairfax Library Foundation in
a single year. Thank you for joining 2,271 donors who made 3,010 gifts to ensure that the Fairfax
County Public Library remains among the top library systems in the nation.

Fairfax County’s economic downturn resulted in an 18% library budget reduction in the fiscal year
spanning July 1, 2009- June 30, 2010. Another 12% reduction, or $3.4 million, is slated for the next
fiscal year. Despite significant cuts for staff, the foundation board commends the library’s efforts to
maximize services to all who live, work or study in Fairfax County and the City of Fairfax.

In keeping with the Foundation’s mission, the governing Board of Directors is dedicated to reinforcing
awareness about the value of library services. Directors met with each member of the Fairfax County
Board of Supervisors to discuss the service cuts affect on constituents in their district. Supervisors
stood behind the library by voting to restore $676,743 into the fiscal year 2011 budget. For this, we
are extremely appreciative.

Elected officials and other community leaders joined library lovers to attend A Platinum Jubilee!
celebrating 70 years of Fairfax County Public Library service. More than $90,000 was raised through
this unique reception co-chaired by Sally Merten and Sushma Shenoy-Saluja. The Vietnamese
American Community was honored at the event for coordinating The Gateway to Freedom Project.
Their efforts resulted in the hundreds of sponsored engraved bricks that now pave the walkway of the
newly renovated Thomas Jefferson Library branch in Falls Church.

The continuation of many library programs is possible only through the $696,313 received from
private contributors like you. Your generosity funded the Ready to Read literacy outreach, All Fairfax
Reads, the Foundation’s Scholarship Program, renowned author presentations, Fall for the Book
festival at George Mason University, BookCast author podcasts, the Summer Reading Program and
more.

n behalf of the Board of Trustees, it was my pleasure to participate in the grand re-openings of three, beauti-
ful, newly-renovated Fairfax County public libraries: Thomas Jefferson in Falls Church (June 26, 2010), Martha
Washington in Alexandria (July 10, 2010) and Richard Byrd in Springfield (July 22, 2010). Since the reopening, all
of the libraries have experienced growth in new users, increased circulation and visits. These libraries were a part of
the capitol expansion project approved by Fairfax County voters. An additional branch, Dolley Madison, is currently
undergoing renovation with an anticipated completion date in the summer of 2011. Dolley Madison is currently
housed in a temporary store-front location in McLean.

In 2010, the Fairfax County Public Library served a population of over 1,100,000. Nearly half of those residents are
active library cardholders who collectively made 5,685,827 visits to the 23 library branches and borrowed 13,879,073
materials. Additionally, 97,958 people attended 6,203 programs during the same period.

Library customers also made 4,496,471 visits to the library’s dynamic Website last year. Online access is available to
library accounts, program and meeting room reservations, databases, podcasts, downloadable books and a vast ar-
ray of useful data.

The ability to effectively serve a very diverse population makes Fairfax County Public Library one of the top library
systems in the United States. The Library provides a wealth of informational services including:

[ Ready to Read: early literacy outreach that encourages young children to read.
L Access Services: branch that offers library services to people with disabilities.

Unfortunately, the 18% percent budget reduction in fiscal year 2010 resulted in reduced staff and service hours.
Numerous print and database subscriptions have been eliminated while fewer programs are being offered for adults
and children.

In addition to the mid-year discontinuation of Fairfax County Public Library’s Ask-A-Librarian virtual reference
service, the Tutor.com Learning Suite has also been eliminated. Technology and ingenuity are used now more than
ever to maximize remaining resources. Self-service Internet registration, holds pick-up and express check-out are
increasingly used.

Your library’s excellent service is attributed to the valuable employees, volunteers and Friends Groups. To each of
these dedicated individuals, | thank you for serving your neighbors, especially during the recent difficult economic
times.
